“There are many ways in which we cannot share, but that does not discount
the ways we can.” This statement is in this month's issue of Stewardship. We
can all say Amen to that can’t we? The needs of the world are certainly
overwhelming: poverty, food shortages. millions with health problems,
calamities caused by floods, earthquakes, tornadoes, droughts and so forth.
The list of the world’s afflictions and desperate needs staggers us and makes
us feel helpless.
